MADURAI SEED is a grass root organization founded by socially committed
A.S.Karthikbharathi along with like minded Volunteers, in the year 1999 aiming to work for the
socially and economically disadvantaged section of the Society with special reference to children
and Young People.

MADURAI SEED is duely registred as a “Trust” in the year 2007, under Indian Trust act.
MADURAI SEED is working in Karumbalai, which is a economically and socially backward slum
area. It is predominantly constituted by daily wage earners, depending on construction, street
vending, scavenging, domestic workers, etc.

MADURAI SEED emphasis on the holistic development of the children and young people,
through Supplementary Education Centers, and supported study groups and trainings. A library has
been set up to develop their reading ability.

Sports activities, excursions, camps, and other creative activities such as Dance,
Street Theatre, and Drawings etc. and to make progress educationally, personally and
socially to work towards a vocational oppurtunities. There are 300 children and 40 Young
Peoples at present are under the coverage of MADURAI SEED.

It is traditional Pride of Madurai. That gave us hi  storical richness
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Karumbalai area is situated behind Gandhi Museum, south to Madurai District Court, West
to Walk Board College and North Madurai Collector office, in Madurai, Tamilnadu. (Coordinates:
955'653"N  788'29"E)

Karumbalai is a very thickly populated area. More than 3500 families are living in a very
small area. All houses are built in Govt. waste land and most of the houses are very small with less
than 400 sq.ft. with Tile roofing. The streets are only 10 feet wide with all sorts of encroachments.
More than 60 % families are SC families ( the lower community in Hindu caste system) the
remaining 40 % families comprises Muslims, Christians and other caste Hindus.



All most all families are Coolies. They work as Scavengers, Construction workers, Casual
coolies, House maids, Auto rickshaw drivers, and other physical labor oriented works. Their daily
earning ranges between 60-120 Rupees only. They get employment for an average of 200 days a
year. Thus they lead a very poor living.

50 % of the schools going children are attending Corporation schools and 45 % attend
Private Aided Small schools and only 5% of them attend Good schools. 1056 school going children
are there in this area of which more than 350 children are covered under the education programme
of Madurai-SEED. And among these 350 children 50 % are SC children! 82 Fathers of these
children are ILLITERATE and 180 have studies only up to primary level. 83 Fathers have studied
up-to higher secondary level and only 5 fathers are Graduates!
104 Mothers of these children are ILLITERATE and 182 have studies only up to primary level. 62
Mothers have studied up-to higher secondary level and only 2 Mothers are Graduates!
